At the local level, the Northern KY SCTP Trap Program operates out of a local sportsmans club - The Bob White Club in Alexandria, Ky. The annual program usually begins with an initial organizational meeting in mid February at which there is a discussion of the program and its goals, expectations for participants, and costs involved.  The necessary SCTP/ATA membership paperwork is also made available to those who wish to pursue participation in the program.  
 

In March, the actual training and practice begins with a mandatory safety program/meeting. By mid to late March, Weather permitting, the participants will train one night per week (Wed. or Thur. depending on their age) at the club mentioned above.  Generally, each participant will shoot 50 rounds during the early practices with the number of rounds shot increasing to 100 per session as we get nearer to the State Shoot in late June. 
 

During late May, squads (5 member teams) are formed based on their respective age groups and the average scores attained during the practice sessions.  These squads are then submitted for entry in the KY State Trap Shoot at Berea, KY held on June 27th, 2017.  All participants in the program are expected to shoot in the KY State competition.  We also encourage and want as many participants/squads as possible to go on to the next level of competition at The SCTP National Team Championships held in Marengo, Ohio July 8th through 15th   (Trap Shoot competition held on 14th and 15th). This is a unique experience where kids from all over the US and Canada come to compete for National Honors. 
 

Costs are generally as follows (based on 2016 which could change in 2017):
 

· Membership - SCTP/ATA  - $32 per year ($20 to SCTP and $12 for ATA). 
· Safety Equipment              - $35 - $75 for eye and hearing protection and shell pouch or shooting vest.  Some of these items donated, so the cost could be less. 
· Team Shirt                         - Approximately $18.00 – 20.00 for regular sizes.  $1.50 extra for XXL and larger.
· Shotgun                             - $0 if already owned or $200+ if acquiring for the first time.  DO NOT plan to obtain an inexpensive ($100 + or -) single barrel hunting shotgun.  They will not hold up to the high volume shooting that we do.  They also tend to “kick” so hard that the young shooter suffers pain in the shoulder and/or face and will not likely want to continue in the sport!  Trap specific shot guns will cost from $500 for a used model or $1,000 and up for a new one.  The team has a limited number of basic loaner guns that can be used while the participant decides whether they wish to continue with the program.   
· Practice Shells                   - Approximately $5 per box of 25 shells ($10 - $20 per week) 
· Targets (Clay Birds)
 - $ 2.75 per round (25 targets) for the first two rounds and  $2.75 for  each additional 
                                                      round.
· ATA Fees                         - $15 - $20 per season for ATA Registered Targets (to determine averages/classification for competition purposes) ATA fees can be paid the night of sign up 
· Travel Expenses to State and National Competitions - varies by individual family depending on where they choose to stay and eat.
